2.5 Science Alive! 

With the aim of exciting our students to explore how Science works in their daily life, the 

Science department has collaborated with the Singapore Science Centre to organise the 

Science Alive! workshop on Thursday, 21 July 2022 for the Primary 4 students. Through 

the workshop, the students will explore the nature of light with a series of hands-on 

activities. Students will investigate how different mirrors, lenses and materials affect how 

light travels and also cover aspects of colours, shadows, and light as a form of energy.
